FACTSHEET ON LAUNCH OF THE 1 ST PUBLIC HOUSING PROJECT IN THE 
ECO-CITY 
 
 
Project Overview 
 
1 Public housing is a key instrument to promote social harmony in the Eco-

city.  The launch of the 1st public housing project in the Eco-city is 
therefore a significant milestone in the Eco-city’s development.   

 
2 The first public housing project in the start-up area of the Eco-city is 

located at Plot 15 (see Appendix).  The Tianjin Eco-city Administrative 
Committee (ECAC) will develop the public housing at Plot 15 in different 
phases.  There will be a total of around 3,000 units when completed.  

 
3 The development is designed by Surbana International Consultants. The 

Housing and Development Board (HDB) also provided inputs on the key 
design features of the development.  In addition, HDB is working with the 
ECAC to formulate the policies for public housing in the Eco-city.  

 
4 Phase 1A comprises 569 units, spread out over 7 blocks.  Each unit is 55 

sqm large, and will comprise a single bedroom, a study room convertible 
into a second bedroom, a kitchen, a toilet, a living area, a dining room and 
a balcony.  

 
Design Intent 
 
5 The public housing development is designed to create a living 

environment that fosters community spirit and social harmony.  In the 
design and landscaping of the development, various objectives such as 
promoting social interaction, pedestrian connectivity, environmental 
sustainability, functionality, safety, security and privacy, as well as 
maintainability have been taken into consideration. 

 
Design Features 
 
6 The public housing project will be provided with common facilities such as 

lift lobbies, playground, an open plaza, a multi-purpose open space, a 
precinct pavilion, bicycle parking areas and garden paths. The social 
amenities will be clustered along the community malls. 

 



7 The buildings will be designed to comply with the Green Building 
Evaluation Standards, which have been adopted in the Eco-city.  Solar 
panels will be installed at all blocks to generate solar power which will 
result in energy savings of 70%, as well as account for as much as 60% of 
water heating.  The water supplied to the individual units will meet potable 
water standards, which is another of the Eco-city’s key performance 
indicators.  

 
8 There will be direct access between all the blocks and the sub-basement 

carpark, which will be naturally-lit and ventilated.  The blocks facing the 
community mall will also have void decks.  

 
Development schedule 
 
9 Test piling took place in September 2009.  The main building piling works 

will start in mid-October 2009, and the completion and handing over of the 
units is scheduled to take place in May 2011.
